Broom Farm Creche Still Under Threat

Residents in Broom Farm continue to be
concerned about threats to the creche at the
Community Centre in Furness Way.

Council Conservatives recently decreed that the
creche could only be used by parents taking
learning courses at the centre and would be
closed to everyone else.

Despite a temporary stay of execution until
November, many residents have come to
depend on the affordable facility for child care
since Bumbles pre-school closed down.
